2009 Annual Meeting Minutes
The annual meeting was held in the ATARI section of Piedmont Sports Medicine on Monday, January 19th, 2009 at 6:30 p.m.
We began by introducing Dr. Bill Barnes who welcomed everyone to the facility and offered up their services.  He talked of how they have been long-time supporters of the running community and that they’re glad to be in partnership with us now.  
After everyone had a chance to get some pizza, Kerry began the meeting by welcoming everyone.  David Tinkey gave the invocation.

Kerry thanked the officers and board members for their service this past year.  They stood as she introduced them.  Sam Martinez and Gwen Wilkes were unable to attend.  Present were Amy Tarpley, Jim Baldwin, FM Barron, Deborah Botkin, Steve Corkery, Neel Dickey, and Andrew Strickland. 

Kerry gave a review of the past year- 

· The club’s doing well with 205 memberships, up from 138 last year.

· The race series was a success with 19 races now participating.  Kerry thanked Piedmont Sports Medicine for sponsoring the series and Andi Berger for writing the computer program to keep track of the points.  She thanked Steve for volunteering his race timing services.
· The Macon Labor Day Road Race was successful with a 9% increase in participants.  The club donated over $8,000 this year.  Thanks to all volunteers, participants, and sponsors.
· The Sunday run is going well.  Thanks to David T. for the water stop lock box, Chris W. for drink coordination, and FM & Sam for redoing the mile markers.

· The Macon Tracks apparel has worked well and is a great way for us to identify each other at races and show our club spirit.  Kerry thanked Tim & Mandie Cook for transporting and manning the shirt table.
· We published 8 newsletters this past year.  Thanks to FM for mailing them.  The website is doing well.  Thank to photographers.  Thanks to forum posters for creating a supportive community.
· Thanks to hosts of social events this past year - Neel & Renate Dickey, Tom & Elizabeth Jones, Monika Bubacz, and The Wrights.

· Bank balance is healthy.  Amy gave a financial report.  She reported that the club took in nearly $58,572.00 with expenses of $47,954.  Our income for the year was $10,600.  Over $8,000 was donated back to the community with donations to the Georgia Industrial Children’s Home, Friends of the Ocmulgee Heritage Trail, the American Red Cross, and others.  A copy of the financials was available for viewing and will be posted on the website also.
Kerry introduced the new candidates for office and held a vote.  All were in favor of Sam Martinez for president, Monika Bubacz for vice president, Amy Tarpley as treasurer, and Kerry Oedel as secretary.
Steve Corkery talked about this being the 25th anniversary of the Al Toll race.  He took a poll to see what people would like as something extra in honor of the anniversary.  Socks got the most votes with hats following and only a few in favor of medallions.  People were encouraged to sign up for the race and/or volunteer.
Elizabeth Jones presented the Challenge of the Miles awards, $20 gift certificates to Run Fit Sports.  Mandie took pictures of all the winners.  Elizabeth detailed a new rule for 2009.  Runners must add their age to their mileage goal to make it more interesting.
Perry told us of a new rewards system he’s starting where runners earn points for purchases made at Run Fit Sports.  For every $200 spent, a $10 gift certificate will be mailed to them.  The 10% discount still applies.  He had cards made up for everyone who was already in his data base and had sign-up sheets for those who weren’t.  He detailed his history of supporting races over the years.
The race series awards were presented, duffle bags with the Macon Tracks Piedmont Sports Medicine logo embroidered on them along with the names of the individual winners.  Everyone cheered as the winners came up to get their awards and Mandie took their pictures.
Kerry reminded everyone to fill out renewal/membership forms, to sign up for Challenge of the Miles, and Al Toll.  Dave presented Kerry a bouquet of roses and she received a standing ovation for which she was very appreciative.   Meeting adjourned.
